Each National Federation / Association will assume all responsibility for accident and health insurance as well as the civil liability for their contestants and officials. The Judo Federation of India, or the Rajiv Gandhi International Judo Championships  Organizing committee will not be responsible for any kind of liability or any claim of illness, injury and death.

17. CEREMONIES:

Contestants are required to attend the Opening, Awarding and Closing ceremonies in Judogi or official track-suit. It is expected that each delegation will have a uniform appearance.
